Glorification

Hymn #105, 4 verses

"The reverence of the Lord is the beginning of wisdom." (# Psdms
111:10) Christ "of God is made unto us wisdom, judtification,
sanctification, and ddiverance. " (# 1 Corinthians 1:30) Jesusis
"theway, the truth, and the life. " (# John 14:6)

Judtification, sanctification and deliverance are shown by the
words of our Lord in thistext. There could be no glorification
without the two previous steps. judtification and sanctification. We
are going to let you use your memory to help usillugrate this
subject of glorification. We had hoped that we might have the
"Chart of the Ages' behind us, but since we do not, we want you to
visudize this chart with the different planes. | want you to think of
the top plane which is designated K, and then under that isL, M,
N, P, and R. Each one of these planes has its significance. Plane K
represents the glory of office; plane L the perfect spirit nature;
plane M the plane of spirit begettd; plane N the plane of human
perfection or judtification; plane P the plane of typicd judtification;
and plane R represents the broad road which leads to destruction.
All of the human family are on this plane. Now again we are
emphasizing what is represented by plane L. This plane represents
the condition of perfect spiritua being. Before this plane, Plane L
can be reached, we must carry out the conditions of our covenant
that we have made with God by sacrifice. The entrance upon this
plane, plane L, iscdled birth; it isthen that oneis born of the
gpirit. Then, that which isin part, the begotten condition
represented by plane M, shall be done away. The reaching of plane
L bringsfull persond glory. It is after we are perfected that we are
to be associated with our Lord in histhrone, and thisis shown on
the chart of the ages by plane K, the glory of office.

Our Lord at thirty years of age, represented on plane N, made a
covenant with the Father by sacrifice. It was then that he was
begotten of the spirit to the divine nature. That is shown on plane
M, by pyramid h. Here our Lord spent three and one- haf years.
Then our Lord's human existence ended on the cross. At that time
our Lord gave himsdf aransom for dl to be tedtified in duetime.
And thiswork, of course, of giving himsdf darted a the time of
his consecration, yea and before.



Our Lord was not |€eft in the death State, but was resurrected on the
third day. This, asyou dl know, is a beautiful subject in itsdlf, but

in connection with the subject of glorification we want to
emphasize the text in # John 2:1,2 because we have brought to our
atention the time for the glorification of the body members of
Chrigt. "And the third day there was a marriage in Cana of Gdileg;
and the mother of Jesus was there: And both Jesus was called, and
his disciples, to the marriage.” What third day? Who was invited?
Jesus was invited; Jesus was caled and his disciples were dso
cdled to the marriage. No man taketh this honor unto himsdf; not
even our Lord invited himsef to be the head of the church which is
his body. We do not invite oursdves ether, but we are cdled in the
one hope of our caling. The head of the church, our Lord, was
resurrected from the dead on the third day. The new creature which
had been begotten three and one- hdf years previoudy received a
divine body. Our Lord was born of the spirit, and that on the chart
is shown on plane L by pyramidi.

Jesus lived on the fifth one- thousand year day from Adam’sfdll
into sn and death. The third day from our Lord’ s death and
resurrection (part of the fifth, al of the sixth, and the firgt part of

the seventh, or the third day from our Lord' sresurrection) isthe
timefor the glorification of the church. It isthe time for the
resurrection of those who have walked in the footsteps of our Lord.

Our Lord was the first born from the dead the Apostle Paul tells us
in# Co 1:18. Do turn with me, please, to # Co 1:18, and we |l note
Paul’ s reasoning on why our Lord was the firstborn from the deaed.
This means that no one e se had been resurrected from the dead
prior to our Lord's resurrection. Others had been awakened
temporarily; but our Lord was the firstborn from the dead. Now
what isthe reason? Paul says, that in dl things he might have the
preeminence. That which isborn of the spirit is spirit. In ##
Reveation 20:6 we read, "Blessed and holy is he that hath part in
the first resurrection (the chief resurrection): on such the second
degth hath no power." This means that those who sharein the first
resurrection receive glory, honor, and immortaity, they cannot die,
they have life within themsdves.

In1 Cor. 15:20, Paul tdls usthat our Lord was thefirst of the
firdfruits. And this explanation suggest after- fruits. If the body
members are resurrected from the dead divine spirit beings, then
surely our Lord and head, who was the firstborn from the dead,
was a0 resurrected adivine spirit being; and as we have seen, this
was shown on plane L.



Wewould liketo turn to | Cor. 15:42- 44. The Apostle Paul hereis
telling us about the resurrection of the specia dead. "So dsoisthe
resurrection of the dead. (Those who have previoudy buried their
willsinto the will of God.) It is sown in corruption (theit, is
referring to the new cresture, this new mind, thisnew cresture that
is operating now in thismorta body.) It is sown in corruption, it,
(the new creature) israised in incorruption. (Incorruption: that
which cannot decay, that which cannot die.) "It (the new cregture is
sown in dishonour; it (the new creature) israised in glory; it (the
new creature) is sown in weakness, it israised in power: It issown
anaura body (we are now operating in this naturd body, in this
earthly body, but in the resurrection it isgiven, it israised a

spiritud body. And then Paul concludes) Thereisanatura body
and thereisa spiritua body."

Since we have entered the resurrection age (which is another term
for the Messianic or Millennia age) the scripturesindicate, based
upon the 9gns of the times and our faith to accept it, that the dead
in Christ have been raised. May we together read Paul’ swordsin 1
Thes. 4:16, "For the Lord himself shal descend from heaven with
ashout, with the voice of the archangd, and with the trump of
God: and the dead in Chrigt shdll risefiret." The trump of God is
the last trump, the saventh trump, which sounds for one thousand
years. This one thousand yearsis the time for the resurrection of
the dead; and here Paul tdlls us that the dead in Chrigt are the first
onesto beraised.

Then he goes on to tell usin the next verse, that those of uswho
are dive and remain (that includes you and me and dl the other
consecrated brethren throughout the world) as we finish our earthly
course faithfully unto deeth (and we mugt dl die because flesh and
blood cannot inherit the kingdom of heaven) ye shdl die like other
men (# Psalms 82:7) but fdl like one of the princes. If we are
faithful unto death, it will be like prince Jesus. And as we finish
this earthly course in death, Paul continues, we will "'be caught up
together. Now it doesn't mean that we will dl arrive a the same
moment. But this word together in the Greek means close
association. The sameword isused in 1 Thes. 5:10. Eventud al
the body memberswill be closely associated with our Lord who
was the firstborn from the dead. And, when this moment comes,
Paul says, "and So shal we ever be with the Lord"; and he
concludes, "wherefore comfort one another with these words."

Yes, the feet members il dive in the flesh, upon finishing ther
earthly course faithfully unto degth, are caught up to be with our
Lord and the other resurrected saints. These feet members are



doing kingdom work on this side the veil, and this same work
continues on the other side. ## Revelation 14:13, "Blessed are the
dead (that isthe special dead) who die in the Lord from henceforth
(from acertain time): Y ea saith the Spirit, that they may rest from
their labours; (rest from their |aborious efforts) and their works do
follow them." This same kingdom work continues on the other side
of the vell.

Again may weturn to 1 Cor. 15 and note verses 51 through 53.
"Behald, | shew you amystery; We shdl not dl deep, but we shall
al be changed." The mgority of the saints had to deep down
through the Gospel Age, asthey fell adeep faithfully unto desth.
Why was this? Why weren't they immediately resurrected?
Because it was not God' stime for the kingdom to be established.
They had to await the time for the king to return and for the work
of resurrection to begin; and So they fell adeep. But Paul reminds
us that the time would come in which the saints would not have to
deep but upon finishing ther earthly course faithfully would be
changed in amoment in atwinkling of an eye. When would this be
Paul? 1t would be at the last trump. And he says that when this last
trump would sound the dead would be raised incorruptible,
partakers of the divine nature. Then they would receive the divine

body.

"The dead shdl be raised incorruptible” (that is referring to the
deeping saints) "and we (the feet members) shdl be changed. For
this corruptible must put on incorruption” (again referring to the
deeping saints, those who were under the power of corruption).
When they were resurrected they received incorruptible bodies.
"And thismortd" (that gpplies to usthe feet members) a death is
given immortdity.

The resurrection of our Lord was, and that of his body membersis,
an ingtantaneous resurrection. Forty days after our Lord's
resurrection, he ascended to the mgesty on high. That is shown on
the chart of the ages by plane K, which isthe plane of divine glory,
the glory of office. The individua glory was shown on plane L, but
plane K showsthe glory of office.

In # John 14:2 we read these words, "In my Father’s house are
many mansons if it were not o, | would have told you. | goto
prepare aplace for you." "In my Father’s house are many
mangons.” (thet isin the Father’ s universe there are many planes
of abode). We have endeavored to demonstrate that by use of the
chart of the ages. Thereis the perfect human plane and the perfect
gpirit plane (and on this plane, of course, there are angdls,



cherubims, sergphims, principalities, powers, and even those with
the divine nature) Our Lord said then, in his Father’ shouse are
many mansions, many planes of abode. He said, "l go to prepare a
place for you." | go to make room on plane K, the glory of office,
that where | am, there ye might be dso; thisis shown in verse 3.
And if | go prepare (make room for you) | will come again and
receive you unto mysdlf. The receiving of his bride unto himsdf
takes place during the first part of the resurrection age as we have
Seen.

Now our Lord has returned. When the proper time comes, the
completed Christ, head and body, will be glorified together with
him as we have seen shown on plane K. This unifying and full
glorification of the entire body of Christ with the heed, isthe
marriage of the lamb to his bride, when she shdl fully enter into
the joys of her Lord.

Before our Lord’ s crucifixion he had prayed as recorded in # John
17:5, "And now, O Fether, glorify thou me with thine own sdif
with the glory which | had with thee before the world was." Our
Lord was not asking for additiond glory. He had experienced
much honor and glory in his pre- human condition as the logos and
that was sufficient for our humble Lord. He was not asking for
additiona glory. However, because his faithfulness unto degth, he
as Paul tdlsusin # Philippians 2.9 & 10 has been highly exated.
And Jesus prayed, # John 17:24 "Father, | will that they aso,
whom thou haest given me, be with me where | am; that they may
behold my glory, which thou hast given me; for thou lovedst me
before the foundation of the world." What awonderful prayer!
That prayer will be answered. And now may we turn to John 14:3
again. When our Lord would come again (and he has come again),
it would be for the purpose of receiving his bride unto himsdlf.

Our Lord did expect to die as a human being. In the garden of
Gethsemane he prayed a beautiful prayer to hisfather. We would
like to turn to this prayer in # Maithew 26:39, "And he went alittle
farther, and fdl on hisface, and prayed, saying, O my Father, if it
be possible, let this cup pass from me: nevertheless not as | will,
but as thou wilt." Then verse 42 says he prayed the second time,
"He went away again the second time, and prayed, saying, O my
Fether, if this cup may not pass awvay from me, except | drink it,
thy will be done" Verse 44: "And he left them, and went away
agan, and prayed the third time, saying the samewords. " If it be
possible, let these ignominious features, these ignominious
experiences, pass from him; nevertheless not my will but thy will
be done. Our Lord accepted the Father’ swill, and he endured al



those things which befdl him. Aswe have seen, our Lord did
expect to die. Our Lord expected the divine nature, because he had
been begotten of the Spirit to the divine nature. There was no greeat
company provison for our Lord. His resurrection from the dead on
the third day was an assurance of his faithfulness unto deeth.

After his resurrection, # Matthew 28:18, our Lord said, "al power
isgiven unto mein heaven and in earth." He waited until thetime
for his second advent before he began to exercise his power to
edablish his kingdom. And now he has taken unto himsdf his
power to reign. The spiritud phase of the kingdom, the New
Jerusdem is gradudly coming down from God out of heaven.
Shortly after the bride has made hersdlf ready, it wilt be time for
the earthly phase to be established.

Our Lord said, # Luke 12:32, "Fear nat, little flock; for it isyour
Father’ s good pleasure to give you the kingdom." These of the
little flock areillustrated by the stars in the heavens (by the literd
gars). The literd stars differ one from another; some have a
brighter pogtion than others. So it is, Paul says, with the
resurrection of the special dead, # 1 Corinthians 15:41 & 42. Yes,
there will be different degrees of honor in the body of Chrigt, but
each one will be completdly stisfied with whatever position he
finds himself in beyond the vell. It will be an honor just to be of
that bride of Chrigt.

And furthermore, those on the perfect spirit plane, the great
company, will aso rgoice that they were counted worthy to be
there before the throne. They had not been called to this pogtion;
they had been called to be on plane K. They et that dip from their
fingers. They will be satidfied; they will rgoice that through God's
mercy they are there rather than in everlasting death. So it will be
on the perfect human plane; each one will be satisfied. No one will
aspire to ahigher position or to a change of nature when
everything reaches perfection.

Yes, God has set each member in the body of Chrigt asit pleases
him. In this resurrection, as we have seen, each one will be entirely
satisfied. The entire body of Christ when fully complete will reech
plane K, the glory of office. Thus the bride of Christ will forever
be with the Lord. Being forever associated with the Lord, they will
glorify our Heavenly Father throughout eternity. May we endeavor
to be faithful to our Lord and thus be used by him in the blessing
of dl the families of the earth.
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
